Wildl i fe Center  of  the North Coast
is  a 105 acre property located at
89686 Hwy. 202.  To get  here,
fo l low Hwy. 202 southeast  of
Astor ia.  We are the f i rs t  dr iveway
on the r ight ,  past  Mi le Marker 9.
Look for  the s ign at  the top of  our
dr iveway.  I f  you get  to the Olney
Store,  you’ve gone a b i t  too far .
Turn around in thei r  park ing lot ,
and we wi l l  be your second
dr iveway on the lef t  f rom that
di rect ion.  

Please dr ive s lowly as you make
your way down our dr iveway and
keep an eye out  for  wi ld l i fe -  deer,
e lk,  songbirds,  grouse and owls a l l
cal l  th is  p lace home. As you arr ive,
p lease park anywhere to the lef t  of
our s ign.  Al l  exper iences begin
outs ide the Educat ion Center  which
is the second bui ld ing you wi l l  see
as you cont inue down the gravel
dr ive.

*Please be aware that  not  a l l  cel l
carr iers get  serv ice near our property.  I t
is  a good idea to put  our address into
GPS before you leave.  Ask for
di rect ions ins ide the Olney Store as a
last  resort .

GETTING HERE



Animals being cared for  at  WCNC are not
pets to be handled,  stared at ,  or  ta lked to
unnecessar i ly .  Capt iv i ty  causes wi ld animals
a great  deal  of  s t ress,  which is  compounded
by in jury.  Our goal  is  to rehabi l i ta te and
release the animals in our care.  We need to
keep them wi ld and wary of  humans.  We wi l l
expect  v is i tors to respect  the animals ’  need
for  a quiet ,  low-stress environment by
keeping voices down in designated areas
and whenever asked to do so by WCNC
Staf f .
